The Necanicum Watershed Council (NWC) is a community-based nonprofit
organization dedicated to the well-being of all communities, both human and wildlife,
that rely on the Necanicum Basin. Through hands-on restoration, conservation
education and community collaboration, we believe that there is an economically and
ecologically equitable future for all life on the north Oregon coast.

Position summary:

The NWC is looking for an enthusiastic and dedicated individual with a background in
environmental education to join our team. This person will help lead and develop our “Dias
del Salmoén” program to engage Hispanic and Latinx communities with water conservation
and habitat restoration in Clatsop County. Being bilingual in English and Spanish (both
written and spoken) is required.

e Prepare educational curriculum related to ecology and conservation to children
of different ethnic backgrounds and ages
Implement ecological education programming
Develop community relations outreach and event planning
Assist Co-Directors in creating accessible bilingual ecological content in different
formats (video, website, brochure)

e Engage in regular check-ins to discuss the progress and
improvement of programming
